PROTECTION

Praying Psalm 91 Protection is a very effective way of incorporating
Scripture into prayer. Think about the ways that children and youth are
put in jeopardy from the time of conception through their high school
years.

17. (Vs 1-2) - that Jesus will be their shelter and refuge in times of
trouble.

18. (Vs 3) - that they will be rescued from every trap and evil plague.

19. (Vs 4) - that they will be shielded from harm by His promises and
protection.

20. (Vs 5-8) - that they will not to be afraid, no matter what what hap-
pens around them.

21. (Vs 9) - that they will make the LORD their refuge.

22. (Vs 10) - no evil or plague will come to their house.

23. (Vs 11-12) - that angels will be close at hand to guide them.

24. (Vs 13) - that they will overcome wickedness by tramping evil
things under their feet.

25. (Vs 14-15) - that the Lord will honor His word by protecting those
who fear Him and trust His name.

26. (Vs 16) - that they will have a long life, living in His presence.

28. they make right decisions about sex, drugs, and worldly pleas-
ures. Their only true safety is abstinence.

31. they not just keep a set of rules, but desire to please God in all
they do, learning to apply Biblical principles as a daily guide.
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
