Day  Pray . . .  

1. Pray Believingly! Prayer is the key, but faith unlocks the door. We 
must pray believing that God is working in the sinner's heart and 
preparing him for our visit. 

2. Pray Realizing That With God All Things Are Possible! Recognize 
God in the picture, for nothing is too hard for God.  

3. Pray Asking the Soul to Be Saved For God's Glory! We should 
not pray for a soul to be saved that they may be a better husband 
or wife. We should pray for souls to be saved so they will no 
longer dishonor God in their sins.  

4. Pray Beseeching God to Awaken Them! Every sinner needs the 
Holy Spirit to reveal his sinful condition. Then Christ will be re-
vealed to the heart.  

5. Pray Claiming That Soul Which the Blood of Christ Has Pur-
chased! In our sense every soul is God's purchased possession, 
though still held by Satan through unbelief. We must through 
prayer claim and take for God that which is rightfully His.  

6. Pray Claiming the Tearing Down Of Satan's Strongholds in That 
Soul! The Devil has built up lies, false doctrine, stumbling blocks 
and many other strongholds in the minds of the unsaved to keep 
them from receiving Christ. We must through prayer rebuke the 
Devil and claim the tearing down of his lies that are keeping the 
sinner from trusting Christ as Savior.  

7. Pray Perseveringly! Perseverance is "not giving up." We perse-
vere not to persuade God, but because of the enemy. In persis-
tent intercession we are pushing back the forces of evil. We are 
getting the Devil off of God's territory.

Day Pray . . .  

8. Pray for famine. Pray that whatever or whoever the prodigal is 
placing their trust in; outside of Jesus would dry up. Pray for disil-
lusionment towards the very things that draws them and holds 

them captive.  
9. Pray for holy hunger or holy homesickness. Pray that they would 

long for the cleansing relationship they once had with the Father.  
10. Pray he would come to himself. Pray for his eyes to be open to 

the truth of his situation, and pray against the delusion the enemy 
would try to bring him.  

11. Pray for gifts of repentance. is a gift.  It brings life and freedom. 
Repentance is breakthrough and deliverance.  

12. Pray that the prodigal will have the ability to receive the grace of 
God.  

13. Pray that the prodigal would be able to receive the Father's love 
and forgiveness.  

14. Pray that the Lord will pour out his riches when the prodigal re-
turns. Ask the Lord to dump on him blessings of every kind. Pray 
that the Lord would lavish His love on the prodigal.  

15. Pray for the elder son. The church (the elder brother) will need 
the Lord to prepare their hearts to receive the prodigals back. 
Pray that when the prodigals come home, judgmental attitudes 
toward them would be gone.
