What is the 10/40 Window?  The 10/40 Window is located from 10 degrees to 
40 degrees north of the equator, which includes Africa, the Middle East and 
Central Asia. Nearly four billion people live here.   It is estimated that 1.6 billion 
of these people have never had the chance to hear the Gospel - not even once!   
The seat of every major non-Christian religion - Islam, Buddhism, Hinduism, 
Animism, Atheism, and Sikhism - is headquartered in the 10/40 Window. In 
many of the 67 countries represented in the 10/40 Window, witnessing the 
Christian Gospel means death. Truly, the 10/40 Window remains the darkest 
and most inhospitable territory to the cause of Christ and represents the great-
est remaining stronghold of Satan.  
 
Day  Pray for . . .  

1. the protection of Christians and for persecution to cease, except 
where it is needed to grow the Church. 

2. those who are persecuted, that it will strengthen them and ulti-
mately spread revival. 

3. the darkness to be dispelled by the light of the Gospel. 
4. finances to spread the Gospel in hard to reach places and in the 

various financial, educational and business centres of each na-
tion. 

5. laborers to go. 
6. eyes to be opened to the spiritual deception of false religions.

CHINA & INDIA 
   China is a huge country with 1.3 billion people. Compare that to only 20 mil-
lion in Australia! The tough, harsh years of the Cultural Revolution saw all 
known copies of the Bible burnt, churches closed down and thousands of Chris-
tians attacked, jailed and killed. However, today there is a thriving “house 
church” movement that is rising from the ashes. 
   Over one billion live in the country of India.  It is home to he largest number of 
Hindus of any country.  While religious freedom is protected by law, the law is 
not strongly enforced.  Many who convert are mistreated and persecuted.

31. that workers will multiply their impact through the training of thou-
sands of local partners, who will in turn train millions of others. 
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
