4. that those of bad influence would be kept from teaching in our 

schools. 
5. that our schools would be platforms for learning virtue and prac-

ticing it. 
6. that laws will begin to reflect the values of parents who want to 

have more influence in their children’s education through charter, 
private and home schooling options and tax incentives. 

7. that Christian children attending public schools will know their 
rights to be a witness and not be intimidated by misinformation 
about the restrictions on “church and state.”

8. for the teachers who give of their time and money to teach. 
9. for wisdom in dealing with both church and non-church children. 

10. for the effectiveness of all efforts. 
11. for the children to apply what they are taught. 
12. for the Sunday school department to meet the needs of children. 
13. for the teachers to be able to effectively communicate. 

14. that new methods for reaching today’s generation will be discov-
ered and shared. 

15. that elders will have interested recruits to train in the area of chil-
dren’s ministry.

Day Pray . . . 
16. for boldness of godly teachers to speak the truth in all situations. 
17. for teachers to instruct by godly principles rather than secular hu-

manistic values. 
18. for teachers to come to know God's love in Jesus Christ. 
19. for teachers' safety in the classroom. 
20. for teachers to be sensitive to the needs of children – especially 

those in dysfunctional families. 
21. that teachers would build strong character in our school kids.  
 
 

COLLEGES/UNIVERSITIES  
 
Day Pray . . . 
22. for safety of students and faculty on campus. 
23. for a hunger for truth that brings revival that impacts students. 
24. for Christian students to stand strong in the face of peer pressure 

and challenges. 
25. that campus ministries will flourish, leading multitudes to Jesus. 
26. that local churches will begin reaching out to college students as 

a way to evangelize the world. 
27. for the conversion of international students who will take the gos-

pel back to their home country when their education is complete. 
 
BIBLE SCHOOLS 
 
Day Pray . . . 

28. that Bible colleges will be able to continue providing quality edu-
cation for future pastors, evangelists, ministers of music and 
Christian educators. 

29. that there will be unity between the colleges and not competition. 
30. for a supernatural outpouring of fresh anointing on the generation 

currently being schooled and that the five-fold ministries will be 
strengthened in the Body of Christ, enabling students to do the 
works of Jesus. 
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
